Dear Volunteer Evaluators,
  First ,we would like to thank all the evaluators for your time and effort to engage our young
children in science. If you receive this guideline sheet you will be judging children in grades K-5th.
  Note: A different guideline and score sheet will be provided for grades 6-8th(Middle School).The Middle School age children will have a more stringent criteria then mentioned in this Gr.K-5 guideline sheet. The top 10 Middle School projects will be invited to the MSSEF Regionals, a new development for this year, to stimulate participation from the upper grade levels. 
  We encourage the students to interact with the judges. We would like the students to see science as hands on and evaluators to facilitate conversation about this important and fun perspective. This is an event that fosters the love of science in children of all ages. Starting a dialogue and talking to the children about their project is a wonderful way to encourage them. Remember, have fun!  
The evaluation process will precede something like this:
• We ask that you arrive at Bourne Middle School at 5:45pm on Friday March 30, 2012,
   and plan to be there until 8:00pm.
• Please judge/evaluate the assigned grades within the designated time frames. Each Student will   have a color coded sign at their project area to facilitate this process.
• Please check-in at the evaluators table to get your badges and review the color coding   
 assignments.
• When you begin evaluating, please feel free to tell the student who you are and if you  have a science related occupation.
• Congratulate the students on their effort and contribution to the science fair.
• Please ask any age appropriate questions about their projects ( a few sample questions below to help you out)
      1) How did you get this idea?
      2) What did you do first?
      3) Can you explain the graph to me?
      4) Can you explain the procedure to me?
      5) How long did it take you to build the apparatus?
      6) What was the most interesting thing you learned from the project?
      7) What part of the project was the hardest? What was the most fun?
• Spend a few minutes with each child, to allow them to recognize your pride in his/her interest in science.
• Sign their evaluation sheets. Each student needs to be evaluated by at least three
evaluators
• Let them see your love of science. Most importantly, Smile and have fun!
